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I 'm sure there must be some among the scr ibes of the Kingdom 
who grow t i red of the same old letter used over and over again. 
I t seems that the only special ized alphabet in use is the Norse 
or quasi-Norse runes I see from time to time. Here is an oppor-
tuni ty for the Cel t ic types out there to be even more per iod in 
thei r scr ipt than would be possible by the repeated use of round-
hand and knotwork alone. 

Back before the t ime of the Roman Conquest, the Celtic 
peoples used a nat ive alphabet of their own making, rather than 
the Roman-inspi red forms so ident if ied with Gael ic and Br i t ish 
scr ipt. The so-cal led Roman half-uncial is one of the better 
known of these later scr ipts. Previous to the Romans, the Cel t ic 
peoples, part icularly thei r intel lectual and spiritual leaders, 
the Druids, used simpler, more natural letters. These may look 
very strange to our later eyes, accustomed as we are to bold, 
straight l ines and f lour ishy ser i fs, but these ear ly scr ipts are 
beaut i ful nonetheless. 

The most famous of the Druidic scripts is Ogham. This 
alphabet was general ly used on monuments, markers, and other 
stone wr i ting surfaces usual ly used for publ ic display. Ogham 
(Fig. 1) is qui te simple and consists solely of l ines carved at 
di fferent lengths and angles. The hor izontal l ine represents the 
edge of the vert ical stone upon which the scr ipt i s carved. 
Al though the repertoi re of letters is somewhat l imi ted, i t was 
suff icient for the Druids. Also, this scr ipt can be used for more 
portable messages than stone by using the edge of a square wooden 
dowel or st ick. There are some very interest ing uses for this 
alphabet in the Current Middle Ages I t could be used to 
personal ize one's possessions, such as chai rs or tables -
anything wi th an edge. Cel t ic personas could even use i t as a 
message scr ipt that the message bearer could not read. Final ly, 
I I luminours could use any drawn l ine as the basel ine and sign his 
work, or use Ogham as a decorative and somewhat myst ical 
background simi lar ly to the style of the mundane artist Real 
Musgrave. 

The next type of scr ipt is not as simple as Ogham, but i t 
looks much more mysterious. Figure 2 shows the Bobi leth alphabet 
and i ts der ivat ive, the Beth-luis-non alphabet. Bobi leth may be 
translated as "tree wr i t ing," stemming from the fact that the 
letters represented twigs of var ious trees. Indeed, each letter 
was named after a tree. This scr ipt was wr i tten on tree bark or 
on smooth bi rchwood tablets, and could even be used symbol ical ly 
by tying to a cord the leaves of the var ious trees represented by 
the letters in the message. This technique is very reminiscent of 
the Incan quipus, knotted str ings recording words or numbers. 
Later, the Druids hi t upon the idea of using styl ized hieroglyphs 
of the trees instead of the actual representat ion. Thus the Beth-



luis-non alphabet was derived. I ts name is from i ts fi rst three 

letters, much as our word "alphabet ." This i s a much simpl i f ied 

form of the Bob i ieth, al though the arboreal nonl inear i ty is st i l l 

present. Again the range of letters is somewhat l imi ted to our 

senses, but i t is probably adequate to compose Celtic words. 

Again, the most probable use for us is in background decoration 

or special inscr ipt ions. I t might be very interest ing, though, to 

send a str ing of leaves to someone! 
Final ly, the Bardic class of Druids had their own special 

alphabet used to inscr ibe tr iads or stanzas of Druidic teaching. 
As Figure 3 shows, this alphabet looks l ike the Norse runes one 
is used to seeing. These letters are also derived from twigs of 
trees, al though the tree names for the letters have been dropped. 
Furthermore, many more sounds, and thus words, can be formed 
using the Bardic alphabet, indicative of the much more complex 

sounds needed for song and poetry. The uses of this scr ipt are 
sl ightly more diverse than the other due to the variety of 

symbols. One could probably detransl i terate Welsh words and names 
back into an or iginal Cel t ic alphabet, lending an ai r of 

authent icity to signatures or scrol ls. I t would also be very 

reveal ing to do a systematic compar ison wi th actual Norse runes 
to see i f any l ink, however doubtful , can be found. Final ly, i t 
might be fun to give a message wri tten in these letters to a 
nearby Scandinavian and watch them try to figure out what i t 
says 

In conclusion, I bel ieve we should try to be at least more 
authent ic looking in the scrol ls we do. I t would be greatly 
appreciated i f someone could design a scr ipt that looks l ike one 
of these but is legible enough to f i l l an ent ire scrol l . Why do a 
Cel t ic award scrol l in Roman-influenced letters when one doesn't 

have to? These alphabets should give greater flexibi l i ty and 

authenticity to early-period Cel ts at least, and hopeful ly wi l l 

inspi re others to find other regional or l itt le-known scr ipts. 

Maybe they wi l l create a l i ttle fun with words. Whatever the 

outcome, research in this l ittle-explored area should be qui te 

rewarding as wel l as interest ing. i encourage al l scr ibes to f ind 

or design an original, unusual alphabet. Good hunting!

I was born in Anno Domini 1469 as the second son to Karl 

Habsburg von Rheinfels. My brother Norbert and I got along wel l. 

We played together and learned together. I never had Norbert's 
interest for the workings of the cast le or lands. 1 spent much of 
my t ime outdoors learning from our hawker, stablemaster, and 
doctor (about plants). Because of my interest in bi rds, I recei-
ved my f i rst falcon at age eight. I t was only a Mer l in, but 
nevertheless I was very proud of him. By the time I was twelve I 

was flying Peregr ine falcons and was very good wi th them. Al l the 
bi rds in our roost trusted me, so I was given the name Falke by 
the local populace. 

On one hunting tr ip, with my brother and one retainer, we 

were attacked by a group of bandits. I ki l led one man before a 
second disarmed me. Norbert and the servant were too busy wi th 

the other bandi ts to help me, and I would have been done for if 

my bi rd had not defended me. It swooped down out of the tree 

where i t had flown when we were attacked C l never hooded my 

bi rds) and scratched at the man's face. The man was so surprised 

he wasn't able to react. I recovered my sword and ki l led him. The 
few remaining bandi ts fled. Norbert had received a leg wound that 
was not too bad, though it caused him to walk with a sl ight l imp 
ever after, and the retainer had a scratch on the arm. We had 
been lucky. 

My father died when I was seventeen. Norbert inher i ted the 
cast le and lands. I was told by my mother that I could have 
inher i ted the cast le and lands if I had shown an interest in 
them. Since I hadn't, my father thought i t best to preserve 
fami ly unity and give i t al l to my brother under the condi t ion 
that I have free run of al l fami ly property. My brother and I had 
a long talk after I found this out. I learned that he had agreed 

gladly to this arrangement, for he had been sure that I was going 
to inheri t al l . 

I t was at this time that I started travel ing. The f irst 
major country I went to was Italy. I was walking down the street 
one day when I saw two men fighting. This was not unusual for the 
t imes, but the weapons they used were, or so I thought. Later I 
found out that they were the preferred weapons there. This weapon 
is a long thin sword, better suited for a toothpick, wi th only 
sl ight edges. I ts main attack is a thrust. I was so intr igued 
that I immediately sought out a master of the art. Thus I became 
introduced to the rapier. I t soon became my favorite weapon. In 
order to help pay for my lessons and upkeep, I hired out as a 
guard for a local merchant. I soon had an opportuni ty to try my 
ski l l wi th this new weapon Whi le working one night, I heard a 
noise from the front of the bui lding. As I went to invest igate, I 
was jumped by two bandits. I ki l led one wi th my broad sword 
before the second was able to remove it from my grasp. I picked 



up the nearest weapon. I t happened to be a rapier. My opponent 
laughed, thinking I was not fami l iar wi th the weapon. True. I 
wasn't as good as he, but my endurance was greater. We battled 
for near ly an hour before he left an opening large enough for me 
to penetrate. I was lucky there hadn't been a third man. 

I was in I taly for about three years. When I final ly moved 
on i t was wi th a new favor i te weapon. I passed through France, 
staying for about three months, and went on into England. I spent 
about f ive years in England as a mercenary, never staying long in 
one place. Those were the good times. 1 saw a lot and learned a 
lot. At that t ime I picked up the hawk that traveled with me from 
then on. I was travel ing through a smal l community in Wales when 
a falcon flew down to my shoulder. Soon after, a young man came 
up to claim the bi rd. The bi rd, however, had other ideas; as soon 
as I tr ied to hand the bird over, i t would take off. We decided 
to solve the problem by simply going to the youth's home whi le I 
carried the bird. The castle was located in the mountains of 
North Wales. The fami ly was a nice one. I stayed with them for 
six months. I taught the boy how to handle birds and discovered 
that his love for them was l i ttle less than my own. The bi rd that 
had flown to my shoulder that first day had belonged to the boy's 
brother who was cruel to the birds. Since both boys looked much 
al ike the mistake could easi ly be explained. When I departed, I 
received as a gift a young bi rd we had taken from a nest not far 
from the castle; I had trained the bird to my hand 
took i t. It was a magnificent bi rd, the l ikes of wh 
rarely seen. Though st i l l young when I left, i t lear 
and usual ly took care of i tself, though i t always retu 

The next ten years I spent travel ing, helping ou 
was needed, hi ring out when I could. I was in Spai 
England, Germany, and even in the Ukraine dur ing this 
these years I decided to settle down. I returned to Rh 
a per iod dur ing which I helped my brother wi th adminis 
was indeed very good at running the lands. I went to 
fr iends in Wales and discovered that their daughter, 
not not iced on previous visits, had grown to be quite a woman. 1 
asked for her hand and received i t. The rest of my l i fe has been 
spent between my two homes, helping either when necessary, and 
enjoying the company of my lovely wife and my two sons. I have 
real ly enjoyed these last thirty years.

Faike von Rheinfeis died quiet ly in 1530 in Rheinfels Castle 
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Much of what we know today of Carolus Magnus (Char lemagne) 
we owe to his chronicler, Einhard. He is an important source for 
thi s t ime per iod because not only was he a contemporary of 
Char lemagne's, but was one of his closest advisors. 

Einhard was born sometime in the latter hal f of the Eighth 
Century. His father and mother were named Einhart and Engelfr i t . 
As a young man he was sent to study at the monastery of Fulda, 
sixty mi les northeast of modern Frankfurt. In 791 he went to the 
Palace School of Charlemagne at Aachen. He was soon recognized 
for his intel l igence and honesty and became a chief advisor to 
Char lemagne. Einhard soon became friends wi th Char lemagne and his 
ent i re fami ly. 

Another advisor to Charlemagne who came to know Einhard was 
Alcuin of York. Alcuin was the headmaster of Char lemagne's Palace 
School . Alcuin had been educated in England by Elbert, himsel f a 
student of the Venerable Bede. Alcuin encouraged Charlemagne in 
his attempts to promote Frankish educat ion, though Alcuin 
severely cri ticized Charlemagne for his forced conversion of the 
Saxons. That Alcuin, Char lemagne, and Einhard shared a close 
fr iendship is evidenced by thei r development of nicknames for 
each other: Char lemagne was David, Alcuin was Flaccus, and 
Einhard was Bezeleel (the bui lder of the Bibl ical Tabernacle). 

After Char lemagne's death in 814, Einhard served Louis the 
Pious, whose kingdom was the western third of the Frankish Empire 
after the Treaty of Verdun in 843. This treaty divided up the 
empi re into three parts for the three brothers. .Char les the Bald 
had what i s now France, and Lothaire had I taly wi th a str ip of 
land going north to Fr isia (modern Nether lands). 

I t was during this t ime that Einhard marr ied Imma, the 
sister of the Bishop of Worms. In 815 Einhard bui l t a church at 
Sel igenstadt where he placed rel ics of Saint Peter and Saint 
Mar cel l inus. 

As the years went by Einhard's heal th fai led. In 829 and 830 
he complained of pains in his stomach and back. In 830 he moved 
from Aachen to Sel igenstadt permanent ly. Imma died in 836 and 
Einhard died on March 14, 840. 

Einhard wrote his life of Charlemaane between 829 and 836. 
His purpose was twofold: tel l of the publ ic history of 
Char lemagne, and of his habi ts of day-to-day l ife. He consciously 
modeled his work after Suetonius' Lives of the Caesars. Beside 
his biography of Charlemagne, Einhard wrote the Letters. On the 
Translation and Miracles of Saints Marcel l inus and Petrus, and Qn 
the Adorat ion of the Cross.
